It must be made clear that the activity is "supported by" rather than "organised by" Medway Basketball Association. 

4.   The MBA cannot be held liable for any of the activities undertaken by the organisation receiving development funding. The organisation is responsible for undertaking a risk assessment of its activities and must ensure that it has adequate insurance cover for these activities.  Appropriate documentation including risk assessments should be made available to MBA on request.  Copies of example risk assessments and a blank risk assessment form are available on request from the MBA to assist the organisation. 

5.   A simple monitoring form for the scheme of activity must be submitted to the MBA by the end of the period of funding.  To include:

· Photographs of activity 

· Numbers of young people who benefited

· Progress made against the original scheme objectives

· The main achievements of the scheme 

· The organisation's intentions to develop/sustain the activity.
